The special finance meeting started after mass on June 15, 2014 with Father Nick leading the discussion on what we would need to do to prepare the rectory for Light of Christ classrooms. Ralph Davis was present as a guest. The council wants to support the religion program, but the members are reluctant to spend more money on this building. Renae explained that Martin would like to use the dining room, the master bedroom, and another bedroom for classrooms. They would also like to use the upstairs living room for the youth nights. Tom wondered if we would need to install fire extinguishers and exit signs if the rectory was going to be used for students. The council also discussed the pros and cons of packing the household goods up and storing them away or having an auction for just Lawler’s parishioners. Tom will talk to Richard Shindelar about a draft of a sale list to mail with a letter to the parishioners. He will also check on dates in late July or August. Renea will go to the next Parish Society meeting to inform them of our plans.  The consensus of the finance council is to recommend a parish auction of certain household items.  The reasons are: to protect certain valuable items from being damaged, to create more space, and to create a better environment for learning.

Dear Our Lady of Mt. Carmel parishioners,


Our parish was blessed with a beautiful rectory built in 1922 that has been enjoyed by a number of people throughout the years. However, as you know, the parish rectory has been empty for a year. We do not anticipate there being a new resident for the house in the near future. The Finance Council members have discussed this issue in great detail, along with what we would need to do to maintain this building up to code for insurance. 

Recently, we were asked if some of the rooms in the rectory could be used for Generations of Faith and other youth programming.  The council believes this is a good use of the space. In preparation for these rooms being used by students, we need to remove some of the household items. The appliances and some furniture will remain in the house so that it can still serve as a residence if needed.  All of the religious items will be moved to the church for future display, but that still leaves a number of other items of practical and sentimental value.  The council wants to protect the value of these items, keep them within our community, and make as much space as possible for classroom learning. 
Many of you will remember when the Parish Council in the 1980’s held an auction to sell some of the furniture stored in the attic as well as stained glass windows from the old church. After a long discussion the finance council members have decided to hold an auction for some of the household items left in the rectory.  The auction will be open to our parish members only. We hope that anyone from our parish who would like to keep a part of our history will be able to attend to bid on the items.  The auction will be on Sunday, August 10 at 12:30pm on the rectory front lawn.
Please let us know if you have any concerns or questions as we strive to do the best for our parish as we move ahead as the Body of Christ.  We are including a draft list of the auction items.
